1.1 INTRODUCTION

The HX850S is a Submersible Floating 6-Watt portable two way marine trans-
ceiver with a 12 channel internal GPS. The transceiver has all allocated USA,
International, or Canadian channels. It has emergency channel 16 which can
be immediately selected from any channel by pressing the [16/9] key. NOAA
(National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration) Weather channels can also
be accessed immediately by pressing the [WX] key.

The HX850S includes the following features: Memory Scanning, Priority Scan-
ning, NOAA Weather Alert, Battery Saver, easy-to-read large LCD display,
EEPROM memory back-up, Battery Life displayed on LCD, and a transmit
Time-Out Timer (TOT).

The HX850S transmitter provides a full 6 Watt of transmit power and is select-
able to 5, 2.5, and 1 Watt to assist the user in ensuring maximum battery life.

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3 ABOUT THIS RADIO
3.1 ABOUT THE VHF MARINE BAND

WARNING

The radio frequencies used in the VHF marine band lie between 156
and 158 MHz with NOAA Weather stations available between 161 and
163 MHz. The marine VHF band provides communications over dis-
tances that are essentially “Line of sight” Actual transmission range de-
pends much more on antenna type, gain and height than on the power
output of the transmitter. The expected transmit distance a 25W Fixed
Mount VHF radio can be greater than 15 miles, for a portable radio
transmission the expected distance can be greater than 5 miles in “Line
of sight”.

The user of a Marine VHF radio is subject to severe fines if the radio is
used on land. The reasoning for this is you may be near an inland water-
way, or propagation anomalies may cause your transmission to be heard
in a waterway. If this occurs, depending upon the marine VHF channel
on which you are transmitting, you could interfere with a search and
rescue case, or contribute to a collision between passing ships. For
VHF Marine channel assignments refer to page 70 section 11.
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4 GETTING STARTED
4.1 RADIO CARE

CAUTION
Before following the instructions below, insure the speaker microphone
jack, antenna and battery are in place and firmly tightened. Care must
be taken if the radio was dropped and a close inspection may be needed
to insure the radio case and gaskets are in adequate condition.

Clean the radio with fresh water after exposure to salt water by rinsing the
radio under a sink faucet or by dunking the radio in a bucket of fresh water.
After washing, use a soft cloth and thoroughly dry all parts of the radio. This is
to keep the rubber switches and speaker grill clean and in top operating condi-
tion.

4.2 BATTERIES AND CHARGERS

If the radio has never been used, or its charge is depleted, it may be charged
by connecting the CD-38 Charger Cradle with the NC-88B battery charger, as
shown in the illustration. If 12V DC power is available, the optional E-DC-19A
DC Cable with 12 V Cigarette Lighter Plug or the optional E-DC-6 DC Cable
may be used for charging the battery. The NC-88B, E-DC-19A and E-DC-6 will
charge a completely discharged FNB-V99LI battery pack in about 8 hours.

The FNB-V99LI is a high performance Li-ion battery providing high capacity in
a compact package.

CAUTION
To avoid risk of explosion and injury, FNB-V99LI battery pack should
only be removed, charged or recharged in non-hazardous environments.

4.2.1 BATTERY SAFETY

Battery packs for your transceiver contain Li-ion batteries. This type of battery
stores a charge powerful enough to be dangerous if misused or abused, espe-
cially when removed from the transceiver. Please observe the following pre-
cautions:

DO NOT SHORT BATTERY PACK TERMINALS: Shorting the terminals that
power the transceiver can cause sparks, severe overheating, burns, and bat-
tery cell damage. If the short is of sufficient duration, it is possible to melt
battery components. Do not place a loose battery pack on or near metal sur-
faces or objects such as paper clips, keys, tools, etc. When the battery pack is
installed on the transceiver, the terminals that transfer current to the trans-
ceiver are not exposed. The terminals that are exposed on the battery pack
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when it is mounted on the transceiver are charging terminals only and do not
constitute a hazard.

DO NOT INCINERATE: Do not dispose of any battery in a fire or incinerator.
The heat of fire may cause battery cells to explode and/or release dangerous
gases.

Battery Maintenance
For safe and proper battery use, please observe the following:

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4.2.2 BATTERY INSTALLATION/REMOVAL

2. To remove the battery pack, turn the transceiver off, turn the Battery Pack
Lock to the “OPEN” position with a coin, then slide out the battery from the
transceiver.

The battery lock must be set to “LOCK” position to ensure water integ-
rity and from the battery coming loose.

4.2.4 BATTERY CHARGING

If the radio has never been used, or its charge is depleted, it may be charged
by connecting the CD-38 Charger Cradle with the NC-88B battery charger, as
shown in the illustration. If 12V DC power is available, the optional E-DC-19A
DC Cable with 12 V Cigarette Lighter Plug or the optional E-DC-6 DC Cable
may be used for charging the battery. The NC-88B, E-DC-19A, and E-DC-6
will charge a completely discharged FNB-V99LI battery pack in about 8 hours.

4.2.5 USING THE CD-38 CHARGER CRADLE

1. Turn the transceiver off.

2. Insert the DC plug from the NC-
88B into the DC jack on the CD-
38 side panel, then plug the NC-
88B into the AC line outlet.

3. Insert the HX850S (with the bat-
tery pack) into the CD-38; the an-
tenna should be at the left side
when viewing the charger from
the front.

4. If the HX850S is inserted cor-
rectly, the CD-38's LED indica-
tor will glow red. A fully-dis-
charged pack will be charged
completely in approximately 8
hours.

5. When charging is completed, the
red LED indicator will change to
green.

The CD-38 is NOT designed to be waterproof. Charge the radio in a dry
location.

The HX850S can receive and display information contained with the following

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6 BASIC OPERATION
6.1 PROHIBITED COMMUNICATIONS

The FCC prohibits the following communications:

* False distress or emergency messages:

* Messages to “any boat” except in emergencies and radio tests;

* Messages to or from a vessel on land;

e Transmission while on land;

* Obscene, indecent, or profound language (potential fine of $10,000).

6.2 INITIAL SETUP

1. Install the battery pack on the transceiver (see section “4.2.2 BATTERY
INSTALLATION/REMOVAL").

2. Install the antenna onto the transceiver; hold the bottom end of the an-
tenna, then screw it onto the mating connector on the transceiver until it is
snug. Do not over-tighten.

NOTE
Water resistance of the transceiver is assured only when the battery
pack is attached to the transceiver and MIC/SP cap is installed in the
MIC/SP jack.

6.3 RECEPTION

1. Press and hold the [POWER(()] key for two seconds to turn the trans-
ceiver on.

2. Press the [SQL] key to activate the squelch adjusting mode. Press the [ V]
key until the “ 2” indicator will appear on the display, then press the
[SQL] key again (or wait 3 seconds to exit from the squelch adjusting mode).

3. Press the [VOL] key to activate the audio volume adjusting mode. Press
the [¥1/ [A] key until the noise or audio from the speaker is at a comfort-
able level, then press the [VOL] key again (or wait 3 seconds to exit from
the audio volume adjusting mode).

4. Press the [SQL] key to activate the squelch adjusting mode again. Press
the [A] key until the random noise disappears, then press the [SQL] key
again (or wait 3 seconds to exit from the squelch adjusting mode).

In this case, you may be in a
poor location for satellite reception, such as indoor
use; try moving to a less obstructed position.

When the HX850S is first turned on, it may take several minutes to
compute a fix of your position. This is normal, as the HX850S is down-
loading “almanac” information from the GPS satellites.

To display your position (Log/Lat) on the display, refer to section “6.5
DISPLAYING THE GPS RECEIVING DATA”.

Low
power (1 watt) should be selected whenever possible.
If using Low power is not effective, select M1 power (2.5 watts: “ri1” icon
appears), M2 power (5 watts: “¥:2” icon appears), or High power (6 watts:
“H1” icon appears) by pressing the [H/L(Om)] key.

When receiving a signal, wait until the incoming signal stops before trans-
mitting. The transceiver cannot transmit and receive simultaneously.
Press the PTT (Push-To-Talk) switch to transmit. During transmission, the
“ indicator will appear on the display and the TX/BUSY indicator will
grow red.

Position your mouth about 1/2 to 1 inch (1.2 ~ 2.5 cm) away from the small
mic hole. Speak slowly and clearly into the microphone.

When the transmission is finished, release the PTT switch.
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6.4.1 TRANSMIT TIME - OUT TIMER (TOT)

While the PTT switch is held down, transmission time is limited to 5 minutes.
This prevents prolonged (unintentional) transmissions. About 10 seconds be-
fore automatic transmitter shutdown, a warning beep sounds from the speaker.
The transceiver automatically switches to the receiving mode, even if the PTT
switch is held down. Before transmitting again, the PTT switch must first be
released, then wait 10 seconds and pressed again. This Time-Out-Timer (TOT)
prevents a continuous transmission that would result from an accidentally stuck
PTT switch.

NOTE
The PTT switch will not operate for 10 seconds after the transceiver
automatically switches to the receiving mode by the TOT feature.

6.5 DISPLAY MODE SETUP

The HX850S display can be setup to show Radio information with GPS icon,
GPS Position, GPS Position with SOG and COG, and GPS status with the
procedure below.

6.7 SIMPLEX/DUPLEX CHANNEL USE
Refer to the VHF MARINE CHANNEL CHART (page 75) for instructions on
use of simplex and duplex channels.

All channels are factory-programmed in accordance with FCC (USA),
Industry Canada and International regulations. The mode of operation
cannot be altered from simplex to duplex or vice-versa. Simplex (ship to
ship) or duplex (marine operator) mode is automatically activated, de-
pending on the channel and whether the USA, International or Cana-
dian operating band is selected.
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6.8 NOAA WEATHER CHANNELS

1. To receive a NOAA (National Oceanic and Atmospheric [ammn: wx o
Administration) weather broadcast, press the [WX] key. [!5%-"Hz
The transceiver changes to the weather channel mode. ]
This mode consists of a preset memory bank contain-
ing the NOAA weather channels.

6.8.1 NOAA WEATHER ALERT

In the event of extreme weather disturbances such as storms and hurricanes,

NOAA sends a “weather alert” consisting of a 1050 Hz tone, followed by weather

reports on the weather channels.

When a “weather alert” is received on a weather channel, the transceiver emits
a beep tone. Press the [WX] key to stop the beep tone and listen to the weather
reports.

NOTE
Four options for the Weather Alert feature are available, refer to section
“8.9 WEATHER ALERT” for details.

6.8.2 NOAA WEATHER ALERT TESTING

In the event of a major storm or other appreciable weather condition requiring
vessels at sea (or other bodies of water) to be notified, the NOAA (National
Oceanographic and Atmospheric Administration) broadcasts a 1050 Hz tone
which the HX850S can detect and alert you of pending storm warnings (refer
to section “6.8.1 NOAA WEATHER ALERT" for a discussion of how to use this
feature). The 1050 Hz tone, when detected, will produce a loud beep in the
speaker of the HX850S, to signal that a Weather Alert Broadcast is being re-
ceived.

In order to test this system, NOAA broadcasts the 1050 Hz tone every Wednes-
day sometime between 11 AM and 1 PM local time. You may use this opportu-
nity to test your HX850S periodically to confirm that the Weather Alert feature
is working, or for training crew members on how to configure the HX850S to
receive the NOAA Weather Alerts.
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6.9 SCANNING

The HX850S allows the user to select the scan type from “memory Scan” or
“Priority Scan”. The “Memory Scan” scans the channels that were programmed
into memory. The “Priority Scan” scans the channels programmed in memory
with the user selected priority channel.

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6.11 EMERGENCY (CHANNEL 16 USE)

Channel 16 is known as the Hail and Distress Channel. An emergency may be
defined as a threat to life or property. In such instances, be sure the trans-
ceiver is on and set to CHANNEL 16. Then use the following procedure:

1. Press the PTT (Push-To-Talk) switch on the left side of the transceiver, and

say “Mayday, Mayday, Mayday. This is , , ” (your vessel's
name).
2. Then repeat once: “Mayday, ” (your vessel's name).

3. Now report your position in latitude/longitude, or by giving a true or mag-
netic bearing (state which) to a well-known landmark such as a navigation
aid or geographic feature such as an island or harbor entry.

4. Explain the nature of your distress (sinking, collision, aground, fire, heart

attack, life-threatening injury, etc.).

State the kind of assistance your desire (pumps, medical aid, etc.).

Report the number of persons aboard and condition of any injured.

Estimate the present seaworthiness and condition of your vessel.

Give your vessel’s description: length, design (power or sail), color and

other distinguishing marks. The total transmission should not exceed 1

minute.

. End the message by saying “OVER’. Release the PTT switch and listen.

10. If there is no answer, repeat the above procedure. If there is still no re-
sponse, try another channel.

6.12 CALLING ANOTHER VESSEL (CHANNEL 16 OR 9)

Channel 16 may be used for initial contact (hailing) with another vessel.

© N O

However, its most important use is for emergency messages. This channel
must be monitored at all times except when actually using another channel.

It is monitored by the U.S. and Canadian Coast Guards and by other vessels.
Use of channel 16 for hailing must be limited to initial contact only. Calling
should not exceed 30 seconds, but may be repeated 3 times at 2-minute inter-
vals. In areas of heavy radio traffic, congestion on channel 16 resulting from its
use as a hailing channel can be reduced significantly in U.S. waters by using
Channel 9 as the initial contact (hailing) channel for non-emergency communi-
cations. Here, also, calling time should not exceed 30 seconds but may be
repeated 3 times at 2-minute intervals.

Prior to making contact with another vessel, refer to the channel charts in this
manual, and select an appropriate channel for communications after initial
contact. For example, Channels 68 and 69 of the U.S. VHF Charts are some of
the channels available to non-commercial (recreational) boaters. Monitor your
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desired channel in advance to make sure you will not be interrupting other
traffic, and then go back to either channel 16 or 9 for your initial contact.

When the hailing channel (16 or 9) is clear, state the name of the other vessel
you wish to call and then “this is” followed by the name of your vessel and
your Station License (Call Sign). When the other vessel returns your call, im-
mediately request another channel by saying “go to”, the number of the other
channel, and “over”. Then switch to the new channel. When the new channel
is not busy, call the other vessel.

After a transmission, say “over’, and release the PTT (Push-To-Talk) switch.
When all communication with the other vessel is completed, end the last trans-
mission by stating your Call Sign and the word “out’. Note that it is not neces-
sary to state your Call Sign with each transmission, only at the beginning and
end of the contact.

Remember to return to Channel 16 when not using another channel. Some
radios automatically monitor Channel 16 even when set to other channels or
when scanning.

6.13 OPERATING ON CHANNEL 13

Channel 13 is used at docks, bridges and for maneuvering in port. Messages
on this channel must concern navigation only, such as meeting and passing in
restricted waters. In emergencies and when approaching blind river bends,
High power is allowed. Pressing the [H/L(©mn)] key will change the power out-
put from Low Power (1 Watt) to Medium-1 (2.5 Watts), Medium-2 (5 Watts), or
High (6 Watts) power. When you change from this channel then return to it,
Low Power will be automatically selected.

6.14 OPERATING ON CHANNEL 67

When channel 67 is used for navigational bridge-to-bridge traffic between ships,
High, Medium-2, or Medium-1 power may be used temporarily (in the USA
band) by pressing the [H/L(Om)] key. When you select this channel again, the
transceiver will revert to low power.
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6.15 ENABLING S.0.S STROBE OPERATION

The S.0.S. STROBE feature utilizes the high-intensity strobe LED on the front
of the HX850S as a visual distress beacon. When enabled, the LED blinks the
internationally-recognized Morse Code “S.0.S.” message (-+-==---+ ) at a rate
of 5 words per minute. This can be very useful in summoning help from rescu-
ers who may not be able to communicate with you via radio.

1. Hold down the [MEM] key while turning the radio on to activate the emer-
gency S.0.S. Strobe. Once the radio comes on, the TX/BUSY LED will
flash the Morse Code S.0.S. message repeatedly.

2. The S.0O.S. strobe function is interrupted when a signal is received or if the
squelch control is turned so audio is heard from the speaker during trans-
mission.

3. To disable the S.0.S. strobe function, turn the radio off and back on again.
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7 DIGITAL SELECTIVE CALLING
7.1 GENERAL

WARNING
This radio is designed to generate a digital maritime distress and safety
call to facilitate search and rescue. To be effective as a safety device,
this equipment must be used only within communication range of a shore-
based VHF marine channel 70 distress and safety watch system. The
range of signal may vary but under normal conditions should be ap-
proximately 20 nautical miles.

Digital Selective Calling is a semi-automated method of establishing a radio
call, it has been designated by the International Maritime Organization (IMO)
as an international standard for establishing VHF, MF and HF radio calls. It has
also been designated as part of the Global Maritime Distress and Safety Sys-
tem (GMDSS). It is planned that DSC will eventually replace aural watches on
distress frequencies and will be used to announce routine and urgent maritime
safety information broadcasts.

This system allows mariners to instantly send a distress call with GPS position
(when connected to the transceiver) to the US Coast Guard and other vessels
within range of the transmission. DSC will also allow mariners to initiate or
receive Distress, Urgency, Safety, Routine, Position Request, and Position
Send, and Group calls to or from another vessel equipped with a DSC trans-
ceiver.

7.2 MARITIME MOBILE SERVICE IDENTITY (MMSI)

7.2.1 WHAT IS AN MMSI?

An MMSI is a nine digit number used on Marine Transceivers capable of using
Digital Selective Calling (DSC). This number is used like a telephone number
to selectively call other vessels.

THIS NUMBER MUST BE PROGRAMMED INTO THE RADIO TO OPERATE
THE HX850S DSC FUNCTIONS.

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7.7 GROUP CALL

This feature allows the user to contact a group of specific vessels (example
members of a yacht club) using DSC radios with Group call function to auto-
matically switch to a desired channel for voice communications. This function
is very useful for yacht clubs and vessels traveling together that want to collec-
tively make announcements on a predetermined channel. The HX850S can
memorize up to 8 group address.

7.7.1 SETUP A GROUP CALL

For this function to operate the same Group MMSI must be programmed into
all the DSC VHF radios within the group of vessels that will be using this fea-
ture. To understand about Group MMSI programming, first a Ship MMSI has to
be understood.

Ship MMSI: The first three digits called a MID (Mobile Identity Group) of a Ship
MMSI denote the country the ship registered for a MMSI. The last 6 digits are
specific to the Ships ID.

Ship MMSI Example: If your MMSI is “366123456”, “366” is MID which denote
the country and “123456” is Ships ID for you.

Group MMSI:

O Group MMSI numbers are not assigned by the FCC or other organizations
licensed to assign ship MMSI numbers.

O The first digit of a Group MMSI is always set to “0” by International rules.
All Standard Horizon radios are preset so when programming a Group
MMSI the first digit is set to “0”.

O The USCG recommends programming the MID of a ships MMSI into the
Second, Third and Fourth digits of the Group MMSI as it denotes the area
the ship is located in.

O The last 5 digits are decided upon by persons in the Group. This is an
important step as all radios in the Group must contain the same Group
MMSI so they can be contacted by each other. There is a chance that
another group of vessels may program in the same Group MMSI. If this
happens, simply change one or more of the last 5 digits of the Group MMSI.

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11 CHANNEL ASSIGNMENTS

Tables on the following columns list the VHF Marine Channel assignments for
U.S.A. and International use. Below are listed some data about the charts.

1. VTS. Where indicated, these channels are part of the U.S. Coast Guard’s
Vessel Traffic System.

2. Alpha channel numbers, that is, channel numbers followed by the letter A
(such as Channel 07A) are simplex channels on the U.S.A. or Canadian
channel assignments whose counterparts in the International assignments
are duplex channels. International channels do not use “alpha” numbers.
If you call the Coast Guard on Channel 16, they will sometimes ask you to
“go to channel 22 Alpha.” This is a channel assigned to U.S.A, and Cana-
dian Coast Guards for handling distress and other calls. If your radio is set
for International operation you will go to Channel 22 instead of 22A, and
will not be able to communicate with the Coast Guard. To use Channel
22A, your radio must be set for USA or Canada operation, usually by a U/
I/C (USA/International/Canada) control or combination of controls. Chan-
nel 22 (without an “A”) is an International duplex channel for port opera-
tions. Some radios indicate an “A” adjacent to the alpha channels on the
display; on others “alpha” is not indicated but the proper channel is se-
lected based on the U/I/C setting.

3. Bridge-to-Bridge channels (for example, Channel 13) are for use by bridge
operators on intercoastal waterways and rivers. It is also used by marine
vessels in the vicinity of these bridges for navigation and for communicat-
ing with the bridge operators. Note that a limit of 1 Watt is specified for
these channels. See page 31 for additional information.

4. The S/D column on the chart indicates either S (simplex) or D (duplex).
Simplex means transmitting and receiving on the same frequency. Only
one party at a time can talk, unlike a telephone. Be sure to say “over’ and
release your microphone push-to-talk switch at the end of each transmis-
sion. Duplex operation involves the use of one frequency for transmitting
and a separate frequency for receiving. On channels specified as duplex
on the charts, correct mode of operation is established automatically by
your radio when you select a channel; you cannot change the mode. And
you still must release the push-to-talk switch after each transmission in
order to listen to the radio.

5. Channels normally used by recreational boaters are those that include the
term “non-commercial” in the Channel Use column of the chart. Some of
these are shared with other users and some are used only in certain geo-
graphic regions.
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6. Marine vessels equipped with VHF radios are required to monitor

156.050 MHz and 156.175 MHz are available for port operations and commercial com-
munications purposes when used only within the U.S. Coast Guard designated Vessel
Traffic Services (VTS) area of New Orleans, on the lower Mississippi River from the
various pass entrances in the Gulf of Mexico to Devil's Swamp Light at River Mile 242.4
above head of passes near Baton Rouge.

156.250 MHz is available for port operations communications use only within the U.S.
Coast Guard designated VTS radio protection areas of New Orleans and Houston de-
scribed in Sec. 80.383. 156.250 MHz is available for intership port operations communi-
cations used only within the area of Los Angeles and Long Beach harbors, within a 25-
nautical mile radius of Point Fermin, California.

156.550 MHz, 156.600 MHz and 156.700 MHz are available in the U.S. Coast Guard
designated port areas only for VTS communications and in the Great Lakes available
primarily for communications relating to the movement of ships in sectors designated by
the St. Lawrence Seaway Development Corporation or the U.S. Coast Guard. The use
of these frequencies outside VTS and ship movement sector protected areas is permit-
ted provided they cause no interference to VTS and ship movement communications in
their respective designated sectors.

Use of 156.375 MHz is available for navigational communications only in the Mississippi
River from South Pass Lighted Whistle Buoy “2” and Southwest Pass entrance Mid-
channel Lighted Whistle Buoy to mile 242.4 above head of Passes near Baton Rouge,
and in addition over the full length of the Mississippi River-Gulf Outlet Canal from en-
trance to its junction with the Inner Harbor Navigation Canal, and over the full length of
the Inner Harbor Navigation Canal from its junction with the Mississippi River to its entry
to Lake Pontchartrain at the New Seabrook vehicular bridge.

When the frequency 156.850 MHz is authorized, it may be used additionally for search
and rescue training exercises conducted by state or local governments.

The frequency 156.850 MHz is additionally available to coast stations on the Great Lakes
for transmission of scheduled Coded Marine Weather Forecasts (MAFOR), Great Lakes
Weather Broadcast (LAWEB) and nscheduled Notices to Mariners or Bulletins. F3C and
J3C emissions are permitted. Coast Stations on the Great Lakes must cease weather
broadcasts which cause interference to stations operating on 156.800 MHz until the
interference problem is resolved.

The frequency 157.100 MHz is authorized for search and rescue training exercises by
state or local government in conjunction with U.S. Coast Guard stations. Prior U.S. Coast
Guard approval is required. Use must cease immediately on U.S. Coast Guard request.
The duplex pair for channel 20 (157.000/161.600 MHz) may be used for ship to coast
station communications.

Available for assignment to coast stations, the use of which is in accord with an agreed
program, for the broadcast of information to ship stations concerning the environmental
conditions in which vessels operate, i.e., weather; sea conditions; time signals; notices
to mariners; and hazards to navigation.
